	Continuing in the book series AMIR, we get to follow Sten on his adventure, where he goes from ten to eleven years old.

	It is the same with Amir. He is ten years old in book two Foster Family, and eleven in book three Pretend Big Brother.

	The action changes a little over time. Book three Pretend Big Brother continues chronologically directly after book one Bullies. And I have book two Foster Family sandwiched between book one and book three.

	Not that complicated, right?

	Already in book one, Sten and Amir come apart, and they are reunited in book eight.

	Throughout the series, Amir lives his life without his best friend Sten and Sten lives his life without Amir.

	But towards the end of the series, Sten and Amir will meet again and everything will be as it was once a year ago.

	 

	The pictures of Amir in the book show Amir with different looks. This may show that there are different Amirs depending on which municipality he lives in or which school he attends.

	Amir, and bullies, out
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Amir likes cycling. But it doesn’t work, because the mobs deflate his tires and throw away the valves.

	And this has now happened several times, as before with Sten and him. However, it ended then, as Sten became tougher and retaliated against the bullies.

	He attacked Robert in the class, who had previously quarreled with him, who was the younger brother of one of the older bullies.

	But after Sten disappeared to foster parents and Amir came back home to Skövde, after a semester with his pretend cousins in Gothenburg, the bullies in Skövde started arguing with him again.

	Amir must now have his red, single-gear bicycle parked in the basement storage room. Because he can’t have it alone for the bullies.

	Every chance they get, they let the air out of the tires and throw away the valves.

	And they have, as before with Sten, stopped him, to then let the air out of the tires and throw away the valves. And he has had to watch during this violation of him.

	It’s very psyching and makes him very sad.

	And every time they do this to him, they laugh and think it’s great fun.

	Mom and Dad of course know about this that the bullies are doing. They have called the boys’s parents, told the principal and several teachers at the school about it.

	But nothing happens.

	The boys just coldly deny all the accusations and say that Amir is just making up everything he says. Or he just got people wrong, that there are others who do it.

	They lie just as well now as before, when Sten was with him and was also very exposed to this bullying.

	And the bullies constantly manage to evade responsibility, their responsibility and obligation for what they do, all the indignities they subject Amir to.

	He has tired of this and with it has been forced to stop cycling. He loves cycling, but instead has to walk where he needs to go: to friends or school.

	 

	 

	43 Examples of What Bullies Do
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Amir is cycling home from school when a group of boys suddenly appear on the cycle path in front of him.

	He cycles out onto a strip of grass a few meters wide next to the bike path, and thus tries to get past them.

	But one of them, Marre, runs after him and grabs the luggage carrier.

	And a few seconds later, Amir is surrounded by five boys who seem to want to argue with him.

	Two of them hold him down, one holds the bike and two unscrew the valves to the tubes in the tires. They let the air out and throw away the valves.

	This happens exactly as before, when Sten was with him.

	It all takes just a few seconds.

	If a friendly person were to appear nearby, he would not have time to perceive what is happening. This bullying, abuse, crime committed against Amir, happens so quickly.

	And the valves to the tubes become impossible to find. They kind of don’t exist anymore. They have found their way down into the grass, or into a bush somewhere, where they landed.

	No, just buy new ones.

	And set the bike in the basement storage.
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
